The urn, made of crystal glass containing 24% PbO, has several key features that make it impossible to confuse 
with ordinary glass. The lead oxide in the glass mass makes crystal urns highly malleable, allowing for the creation 

of exquisite hand-cut designs. They are characterized by exceptional clarity. The lead oxide content also makes 
crystal glass heavier than ordinary glass, enhancing its quality.

The extraordinary cuts, combined with perfect clarity, refract light, causing the urns to shimmer in all the colors 
of the rainbow when bathed in light. Our crystal collections are made 100% by hand, from the initial blowing 

by glassmakers to the decoration performed by skilled cutters. The entire production process is carried out using 
traditional methods.
